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Volunteering in School 

We   run   the  Time Credits 
programme in school which 
is becoming increasingly 
popular.

Minor Ailments Service 

A parent has shared this information 
with us and I understand that the 
Boots Pharmacy opposite Barclays 
Bank on the Old Market, just off  the  
North Brink, runs this service. I 
thought you would like to know this 
information. 
 

The Minor Ailment Service (MAS) allows eligible individuals 
to register with and use a community pharmacy as the first 
port of call for the treatment of common illnesses on the 
NHS. A patient registers with the community pharmacy of 
their choice in order to use MAS. Once registered they can 
present at any point with symptoms and the pharmacist, 
having ascertained whether the patient is still eligible to use 
the service, will treat, advise or refer them to another health 
care practitioner where appropriate. 
 

The following persons are currently eligible to register for 
the service: 

 persons who are under 16 years of age or under 19 years 
of age and in full-time education; 

 persons who are aged 60 years or over; 

 persons who have a valid maternity exemption certifi-
cate, medical exemption certificate, or war pension ex-
emption certificate; 

 persons who get Income Support, Income-based 
Jobseeker’s Allowance, Income-related Employment and 
Support Allowance, or Pension Credit Guarantee Credit; 
and 

 persons who are named on, or are entitled to, an NHS 
tax credit exemption certificate or a valid HC2 certificate. 
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Attendance 

We are pleased to announce that we have secured 
a DINOSAUR visit to the Natural History  Museum  
this  year for all of the children who have 100% 
attendance, or if this is less than 60 children , then 
we will take the 60 best  attenders. We are current-
ly looking into a closer trip for children in Nursery and Reception. 
Both of these trips are the children's reward for coming to school 
every day, so will be at no cost to parents. 

For those families who are having attendance issues please do 
make an appointment with Mrs Carlile or me to talk through any 
ways we can support you. This may include  asking the school 
nurse for support or something else.  

The Government expectation is that children come to school for  a 
minimum of  95% of the time, and if attendance falls below 85% 
the EWO will become involved.  If you have any questions about 
attendance please make an appointment to see me.  

We have a medical  procedure  which  means  that  we  can give 
children prescribed medicines if you complete a medicines form, 
enabling us to give medicines such as prescribed Calpol if your 
child had a high temperature and has responded to Calpol in the 
morning.  

Swearing 

We  have had a number of complaints from parents and local 
residents  about swearing and aggressive language outside the 
school gate and on the playground just before or after school. Can 
I remind all parents that we are the role models for our children, 
and it is important that we are speaking in the way we would like 
children to speak.  

We welcome all members of the community into school, and wish 
to do so. We therefore ask you to respect our policy. Thank you.
